1)  SRC Report (Ron) 

· No current SRC Report; R. Kadel absent
· Does the SRC post minutes of their meetings on website?  Inquiry shows most recent minutes are February 2006

2)  Off-Site Safety Persons (Ron)
· Policy has been discussed at previous meetings

· Handout showing groups, number of employees working off-site in each group, and designated off-site safety person for each group

· Physics has only two groups with employees stationed off-site (ATLAS, CDF)

· Working off-site for a week or so is different than being STATIONED off-site

3)  Keck Remote Observers Facility (Tony)
· Handout (four slides)

· W.M. Keck Observatory is home to the twin Keck Telescopes, the world’s largest optical and infrared telescopes, located in Hawaii

· Operated by University of California and Cal Tech

· LBNL has created a remote observers’ facility using CRD space and equipment in 50B-1217

· Keck Observatory requires this room to be strictly dedicated to Keck remote use, and remain locked at all times (card key access)

· This facility is used by the Supernova group and is shared with UC faculty and students

· Facility saves money by reducing the need to travel to Hawaii for observatory use

· Will infrequent use cause pressure due to space issues?  An increase in use is possible in the future

· Non-LBNL personnel (participating guests) must request use of facility two weeks in advance and will need after hours access

· Training:  GERT, JHQ, Safety Orientation

· Tony Spadafora gives users a safety orientation:  “Do not rush”, “Report all injuries”, Emergency Preparedness Handbook, Contact numbers, nearest exits, fire alarms, etc. (Signature required)

· Red emergency guide should be posted in the room

· How do we communicate to rescue personnel whether room is occupied or not?  Cathy Thompson to check with Emergency Preparedness Group

4)  Chemical Clean-Up (Marty)
· Bldg 60
· Cleanout of abandoned chemicals

· Scheduled for pick-up this week

· ATLAS

· Reminder to group to enter chemicals into database
· Encourage users to dispose of old or unused chemicals
