Dear Drs. Barletta and Siegrist:

The next annual Department of Energy (DOE) review of the Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory (LBNL) High Energy Physics Program is scheduled for May 28-29, 2003.  We ask that you and your staff address the LBNL efforts on following topics:

· the program in dark energy studies including SNAP and its related efforts;
· the construction of the ATLAS detector and the plans for the research program using it; 

· the operation and physics research of Run II of the Tevatron;
· the B-factory program at the Stanford Linear Accelerator Center, including the role of LBNL in PEP-II and BaBar operations, as well as in physics research;
· status, plans and recent developments in the particle theory program;

· current status of the construction of the accelerator components for CERN’s Large Hadron Collider (LHC) and plans for participation in the LHC Accelerator Research Program;

· plans for participation in both the accelerator development for and physics program of a energy frontier e+e- collider; 

· status and plans for advanced accelerator R&D,  Neutrino Factory and laser-driven accelerators;

· superconducting magnet R&D; 

· progress elsewhere in the LBNL high energy physics research program

The review serves as the DOE’s primary peer review of the Laboratory’s program.  We plan to ask the consultants to provide us with distinct evaluations of last year’s work, the immediate goals for next year, and the long-term future.  The questions they will be asked are:

· What is your evaluation of the Laboratory’s program for last year? 
· What is your evaluation of the Laboratory’s planned program for the coming year?
· What is your evaluation of the long-term plan that the Laboratory has presented?

In order for the consultants to do these evaluations, we ask that your speakers clearly delineate which work was accomplished in the last year, which work is planned for the next year, and which plans are being made for the long range future.  It may not be appropriate for all speakers to address all questions.  
Many of the projects and programs in which LBNL participates are collaborations with multiple institutions and multiple funding sources.  It is important that speakers address what role LBNL plays in these various efforts.  If funding from the Division of High Energy Physics is not the dominant source of funding for an effort then the breakdown of funding should also be explained. 
As we have always done, we will invite the consultants to provide immediate feedback to the Laboratory, but we also request confidential letters from them that will be used for our ultimate evaluation.  

Michael Procario will chair the review for DOE.  You should communicate with him regarding all aspects of the review.  A tentative list of the review committee membership is enclosed for your information.  In a recent survey of our consultants, they have expressed appreciation when a Laboratory has provided materials in advance for the review.  I hope that you will be able to do so this year.  Also, I would appreciate committee members being provided with copies of the transparencies that will be used in the presentations.  

We look forward to this important review.
