Eric and Neal,

Attached you will find an updated version of PST requirements. 

There are some specific points you need to fix in addition to checking

Instead of giving 1.24 for the allowable z I made this 1.5 mm for the forward. Should there be number for barrel? 

I believe Neal assumes 75 kg for “pixel” weight”. This is marginally inconsistent with the 35+20+20+4 weights given in the text. I think this is OK since some of the weight is in fact held by the end supports.

I don’t understand what the format should be of the PST mounts to SCT mechanical tolerances(section 7.1). You need to either delete this section or fix it.

I put something in for the rail tolerances, from what I understood from Eric’s comments but needs checking. 

The production plan table needs and entry for flanges and general checking. I believe this table should be fixed and then appear in one of your presentations exactly.

As you will see in separate message, I don’t understand some of the stability tolerances and there is no easy way to trace these to the ANSYS calculations.  I think we need to understand this and revised before calling this done. I may have time Monday to do this, depends on review and what I get back from Marco et al.

Assuming this happens, the best course of action would be for you to make final changes and then create two versions. One with the changes accepted(for the June 6 review) and one without to return to Marco after comments from Bill and Vic or whatever arises on Thursday.
