Open J9-003 to J9-004 on R-Connector 1 on OPS 5(Green)
Probing on pad 1a showed connection to J9-004 only because shorted at module connector => apparent open from pad to LEMO connector. This was verified with meter.

Noticed that there is an extreme twist in the wires at the LEMO connector and that insulation on some wires was abraded off. See picture below.
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Tried hitting 1a pad with iron – no luck.

Unwrapped insulation to look for break in wire – no luck

Cut wire and used meter. Continuity OK between end of wire and region near abrasion in picture above => break inside potting.

Solution is to cut, splice and replace connector(if we have one).

Bad wire. Also open in insulation. Other wires abraded. Note twist.
